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Referendum Resolution
Not to Exceed $6,000,000

BE IT RESOLVED by the School Board of the Darlington Community 
School District, Lafayette County, Wisconsin that there shall be 
issued pursuant to Chapter 67 of the Wisconsin Statutes, general 
obligation bonds in an amount not to exceed $6,000,000 for the 
public purpose of paying the cost of a school building and facility 
improvement project consisting of: improvements at the High 
School, including for expansion of the Career and Technical  
Education department; acquisition of Career and Technical  
Education equipment; district-wide capital maintenance, building 
infrastructure and site improvements; construction of an addition 
and renovations at the Elementary School, including for four year 
old kindergarten classrooms; and acquisition of furnishings,  
fixtures and equipment. Adopted and recorded January 7, 2026.
